2022 SPECIAL MEETING

	A special meeting of the Duryea Borough Council was held at 315 Main Street on Friday, February 24, 2022, at 5:00 p.m. with Council President Justin Tonte, presiding. 
	This meeting was advertised in the Times Leader.
After a pledge to the flag, a roll call was taken: (6) council members present, Gromelski absent.  Mayor Bauman was in attendance.  With a quorum present, the meeting continued.  Council met in executive session this evening to discuss legal matters of the tax collector position.
Discussion among council and mayor:
Council thanked all for the applications/resumes that were submitted.  It was stated that all applicants are qualified for this position, but it is up in the air about a decision since hours at the borough building are still in question.  Council would like a poll as to who will make themselves available to residents here at the borough building for collection.  This position will be appointed for two years and then it will go on the ballot for the next municipal election.  President Tonte suggested that council vote in the best interest of the residents in the borough.  The applicant list was read to the public.
 
Motion to appoint a tax collector was tabled until the next monthly meeting in anticipation of hours the applicants can make themselves available.  

Mr. Rowlands directed the manager to reach out to applicants to question availability.  
Mayor Bauman questioned the goggle doc form that could be used as a questionnaire. 
Al Akulonis asked if the applications questioned any criminal record of the applicant.  Solicitor Watt stated that it was already accounted for in the law.
Erin Rugletic questioned what hours council would be looking for from the applicants.  Solicitor Watt stated that the law does not specify hours, but council is looking to accommodate residents.  He also stated that council could appoint a neighboring tax collector or the county.
Mayor Bauman questioned if someone else expressed interest in the position, would they be considered?  Solicitor Watt stated that all will be considered. 

With no further business to discuss, Council entertains a motion to adjourn.  First by Rowlands, second by Shupp.  Meeting ended at 5:36 p.m.
